Jewellery: Girls can only wear one set of earrings and they are 
to be gold studs (worn in the lower lobe only). One ring may 
be worn. No other jewellery is allowed. 

 Hair: Must be short enough that it doesn’t need to be tied 
back. Hair cannot be shorter than a hairdresser’s ‘number 2’. 
Students are not permitted to dye their hair in shocking 
colours Hair should not be over the face/eyes or be below the 
collar. Extremes of fashion are not permitted. 

Hair: Girls are not permitted to dye their hair in shocking 
colours. Long hair must be tied back. Extremes of fashion are 
not permitted. 

Earrings: No boy may wear an earring. Rings: One plain signet 
ring is allowed. 

Make up: if worn, should be minimal and natural-looking with 
‘nude’ foundation. 

Hair: A small amount of hair gel is allowed provided that the 
resulting hair style conforms to acceptable norms.
